SERVE IT SAFE
To prevent cross-contamination, always keep raw foods
like meat, poultry, seafood, and eggs separate from
ready-to-eat items such as salads, cooked dishes, and
fresh fruit. Store raw food on lower shelves in the fridge to
avoid drips and use clearly labeled containers. Use
separate cutting boards, knives, and utensils for raw and
ready-to-eat foods, and wash or sanitize everything
thoroughly after use. Always wash your hands before
and after handling raw foods to keep everything safe.

SAFE & SOUND
Make sure back doors, storage rooms, and the safe are
locked whenever you’re not using them. Check them at
the start and end of your shift, and anytime you step
away. Only team members with permission should
access these areas and keep keys or access codes safe.
If a door is left open or a lock is broken, let your
supervisor know right away. Doing this every day helps
prevent theft, shrink, or accidents, and keeps both the
store and the team safe.
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VACATION TIME
With the summer months on the horizon, many employees are
going to be planning time off. Please submit your vacation requests
to your manager at least 2 weeks in advance, but no more than 2
months ahead. Your manager will need to enter the request
through Zenput to ensure it’s processed and schedules can be
updated. If you have any questions about your vacation time, talk
to your manager or you can contact HR.

RTO REMINDER
Don’t forget to complete your required RTOs, including food safety,
alcohol and tobacco, workplace violence and sexual harassment.
Staying up to date keeps the store running smoothly and ensures
you’re meeting all safety and legal requirements. Check with your
manager or HR if you’re unsure what’s due.

KEEP IT COVERED
Be sure to review your posted schedules regularly. If you notice any
conflicts or need changes, notify your manager as soon as possible.
This helps keep coverage smooth and avoids last-minute issues.

SHIFT CHANGE TIPS
Count your cash, check the floor, make sure that all logs are up to
date, and pass on any important info. Communicate clearly and
secure the store—smooth handoffs keep everything running safely
and on time.
